Grant Guidelines

Who should apply for a grant?

Grant proposals are welcome from any East Providence School District certified staff member including teachers, support personnel (such as nurses and guidance counselors), and administration. 

The East Providence Education Foundation (EPEF) encourages collaboration across classrooms, grades, disciplines and schools.

What types of projects are funded?

EPEF is looking for projects to fund that:

· Are not funded through the School Department budget

· Help support innovative teaching methods

· Have a direct and immediate impact on a large number of students across several classes, grades or schools

· Employ innovative methods or techniques to inform or educate

· Will benefit future students

What types of projects are not funded?

EPEF Grants are NOT intended to replace or relieve the existing responsibility for public funding of schools nor are they intended to substitute for normal budget growth and maintenance. EPEF will not fund:

· General compensation shortfalls

· Capital improvements

· Equipment purchases that are not part of a specific project

· Clubs and activities that are not extensions of existing curriculum

     programs, or student social development, environment awareness, or

          community service.

· Ongoing maintenance of existing programs
· Grants to fund professional development
· Grants that only provide partial funding for projects

How are proposals evaluated?

The Grant Application Committee of the EPEF Board meets to review and evaluate proposals based on the EPEF Grant Evaluation Rubric. The Grant Evaluation Rubric is available on the EPEF website www.eastprovidenceeducationfoundation.org.

Grant applications should clearly describe the proposed project, with particular emphasis on:

· Number of students that will benefit from the project

· Clear objectives and goals

· Evidence of innovation, creativity, and excellence

· Measurability of expected results 

What should you consider before completing the EPEF grant application?

1) Develop your proposal idea and determine the budget for the project.

2) Determine if a grant from EPEF will completely support the project.

3) Review the proposal with your school principal to ensure it is in line with the district’s goals and specific school objectives. Discuss the proposal with colleagues and solicit their ideas and support for participating in the program.

4) Complete the grant application.
